EUCHARISTIC ADORATION 

 

What is Eucharistic Adoration?  During the times specifically reserved for  

Eucharistic Adoration the Consecrated Host is displayed in a Monstrance, the  

vessel used to display the Blessed Sacrament.  A number of people came along each 

hour that the Blessed Sacrament is exposed in the Monstrance to pray and keep  

Jesus company.  We adore Jesus by genuflecting in front of the tabernacle.  We 

adore Jesus by spending time with Him when the Sacred Host is exposed in the  

Monstrance.  We call this Eucharistic Adoration. 

What is the relationship of Eucharistic Adoration to the Mass?  The Mass is the 

origin and purpose of the worship shown to the Eucharist.  The most intimate 

form of Adoration is Holy Communion, when we receive Jesus in the consecrated 

Host.  Adoration extends Holy Communion in a lasting way even as it prepares 

people to participate more fully in the celebration of the Mass.  It leads us to  

acknowledge Christ’s marvellous presence in the sacrament and invites us to a 

deeper spiritual union with Him in the reception of Holy Communion. 

Who can attend Adoration? Everybody is invited. Some generously commit 

themselves to a particular time each week. They sign a register as they attend for 

their Hour each week. This makes sure hat there is always someone present when 

the Blessed Sacrament is exposed.
